Introduction

This course is intended to expose advanced undergraduate Psychology students to the child welfare system and the effects of child maltreatment and foster care on child development.  

Course Structure:

Seminar

· Includes training on mandated reporting and the child welfare system, and discussion of current research on child maltreatment, foster care, child development, and developmental psychopathology.  

Practicum:

· The practicum portion of the course is designed to give students hands on experience with children in custody of the Department of Child Services in South Bend.  
· Each student in the practicum will be paired with a child who is currently placed in foster care because of substantiated child maltreatment.  
· The student will serve as a mentor to this child, and will spend 1-2 hours with the child twice weekly in the child’s foster home.  
· ***Students are responsible for transportation and must have availability to meet with their mentee.  Remember- most mentees are in school and thus only available after 3pm, or on weekends.
Course Work

· Students will keep a journal to detail their experiences with their mentee following every visit

· The final course paper is to synthesize students’ observations and experiences into a document with feedback and recommendations for the Family Case Manager
